Talk Participants ZOOM Guide

Basic requirements

The minimum requirement to see & hear the slide talk is either a PC/Laptop or Tablet with an internet connection and audio (video cam is not essential as this is not being run as a conventional ZOOM meeting).
Use of speakers/headphones/earphones may enhance the audio. 

Smartphones are not recommended because of screen size and audio limitations.

Conditions

Access permission is per device, not per person, please do not use the same permission for more than one device as this might exclude someone else who has reserved a slot.

SNG is not responsible if your particular set up cannot connect to the event.

Logging into a South Notts Talk

When you book a ticket for the talk on Eventbrite, you will be automatically sent an E Mail notification that will include the access codes required. In addition you will be sent a reminder a day or so before the talk, also with the access codes. Please note the ticket is per log in device and not per person. Please do not use it on a second device as access slots are limited and you may prevent someone else being able to log in.
The access codes can be used to join the talk in one of two ways.

1) If the E Mail is on the same device that you intend to use to see the talk simply click on the ZOOM link provided and you will be taken directly into the session waiting room.

2) download ZOOM app onto that device (you will not need a User ID). To log into the session, click on the ZOOM icon, click on Join Meeting and enter in the Meeting ID (enter)  and Password (enter) provided to join the meeting.

Running the talk

People logging on will be placed in the Waiting Room, awaiting release into the meeting we will only start releasing people into the meeting room itself from about 7.15 pm for a 7.30 prompt. 

We will continue to check the Waiting room for another 10 minutes..

Apart from the Speaker and Host all other sessions will be muted in order to remove any extraneous noise from interfering with the talk.

Prior to the talk starting we will be running an Announcement Slide loop, which will stop prior to 7.30 pm when the speaker will be announced and the talk start.

We recommend you put your screen into Full Screen view in order to see the slides properly. See top right of screen to scroll between gallery and full screen.
During the talk there will be a number of pauses, to allow for questions, as well as a 10 minute "comfort" break in the middle.
The talk will be recorded so that  anyone who has paid for a slot and cannot get on will still be able to see the presentation.
